FAQ
1.     I already have my Forest School Teacher Training certificate.  May I attend just for the Health & Well-Being in the Forest School Setting certificate?
a.     Yes, If you've already completed the Forest School Teacher Training certificate, you may attend Saturday and Sunday to complete the Health & Well-Being in the Forest School Setting.
b. How much does it cost to attend the Saturday and Sunday sessions?  
The cost to attend the Health & Well-Being in the Forest School Setting Training is $850. This fee includes all training, materials, and meals.
3.     Is the discounted shared on-site lodging available to those just attending the Health & Well-Being in the Forest School Setting portion of the programming?
a.     Learners who would like to stay on-site may put their name on a wait list for shared onsite lodging; however, due to planning and logistics guests attending the full four-day event are given priority.
4.     How should I plan for lodging while on the wait list? 
a.     Those only attending the Health & Well-Being in the Forest School Setting who are on the wait list, will be notified August 7th of space availability and will be given 24 hours to respond to secure lodging before the room is offered to the next individual on the wait list.
